1.	 Read the short biography you have been given and make sure that you  
understand everything. If you have any questions, ask other members of 
your group or the facilitator.

2.	 Which events in the person’s life do you find particularly remarkable or can 
you possibly identify with? Mark these passages in the text and discuss them 
among yourselves.

3.	 Draw a map of the various places of significance mentioned in the biography 
(children’s homes, places of residence etc.). For orientation, you can search 
for the places on an online map. The map does not have to be exact but 
should give a rough orientation.

4.	 Using the photos and objects, prepare a presentation of the person’s story 
for the other groups. You can use all the materials in the room for this. The 
presentation should not take longer than 5 minutes.
